A.7 Introduction

Greece, as one of the main gates of! entry for migration flows into the EU territory, manages,
beyond its national borders, an additional substantial part of the external land and sea borders
of the EU and the Schengen area?. In view of the increase in the phenomenon of irregular
migration, especially since 2015, a large population® of irregular migrants and refugees cross
the Greek-Turkish land border through the river Evros and the maritime border from the
islands, mainly the North-East Aegean and the Dodecanese. As part of the European policy* to
comply with the Schengen Agreements and to incorporate the relevant European directives on
migration®, Greece has since 2010 introduced a series of changes to the reception, control and
asylum procedure and to apply® stricter and more systematic border control measures’ to
reduce irregular crossings at the external land and sea borders.

The question of border policing is institutionally managed by the Security Corps. In Greece, the
competent Ministries responsible for land and maritime external borders are the Ministries of
Citizen Protection and the Ministries of Maritime Affairs and Insular Policy, as well as the
subordinate departments, which are responsible for this matter. The first belongs to the
Hellenic Police with the competent central and regional/local surveillance and guarding
services in relation to land borders. The second includes the Hellenic Coast Guard and the
competent central and regional/local port authorities/services with regard to maritime
borders.

The purpose of this report is to investigate how irregular migration flows to Greece are
managed by the competent national bodies in the context of border surveillance, on the basis

of the provisions of the legislation in force and the principles governing the network of
international and European legal instruments on respect for the human life and dignity of
persons trafficked illegally in Greece.

The present mandate was launched by the news platform LightHouse Reports on 06.10.2021
in collaboration with other foreign journalistic media® under the title “UNMASKING EUROPE’S
SHADOW ARMIES” in which reference is made to the actions of returning irregular migrants by
masked groups, allegedly involving members of the HCG special forces, citing reports from
former and current HCG officials.

In view of the above, the present report focuses on key audit criteria-investigations questions
relating to:

The operational action of the authorities in the surveillance of sea and land borders within
the framework of their competences.

This reflects the operational action of the competent national bodies (police and port
authorities) on the surveillance of sea and land borders as well as the procedures in place
as drawn from the network of their responsibilities for managing irregular migration flows
from their detection phase within and outside Greek borders.

In this regard, the reception procedure followed in local accommodation facilities (RIC of
Lesvos, CCAC of Samos and Kos) of third-country nationals who enter without the legal
formalities (irregular immigrants) is reflected.

To reflect the view of local communities on how irregular migration is managed by the
relevant national bodies.

This detects citizens’ and local religious authorities’ perception of the action of local
competent bodies in the management of irregular migration flows.

Investigating what is mentioned in the press report on informal forced returns (pushbacks).

In this context (a) the extent and degree of documentation of what is stated in the press
report is investigated and (b) the view of the local community on allegations of pushbacks
is recorded.

A.8 Methodology
For the preparation of this report,

1. The national, EU and international legal framework with regard to the subject matter of
this mandate has been studied,

2. Primary and secondary data® were collected as follows:

a. from on-site visits to crucial points for border management (Feres Technical Barrier,
Regional Centre for Integrated Border Management and Migration of Alexandroupolis,
Border Guard Units of Feres, Orestiada, Didymoteicho),

b. from interviews/examinations of sixty-five (65) persons.

The examination of the persons was carried out during the transition of the Unit to:

e six (6) selected representative stations-islands of the North and South Aegean: Mytilene-
Samos-Kos-Rhodos-Kastelorizo-Symi, and

o three (3)cities in the Prefecture of Evros: Alexandroupolis-Orestiada-Didymoteicho, for the
collection of data on the emergence of the above issues at sea and land borders
respectively.

In particular, the Unit went to:

- the island of Lesvos on 21/11/2021-25/11/2021, where fifteen (15) persons were
interviewed/examined,

- the island of Samos on 5/12/2021-10/12/2021, where fourteen (14) persons were
interviewed/examined,

- the islands of Kos and Rhodes on 12/12/2021-19/12/2021, where fifteen (15) persons
were interviewed/examined,

- theislands of Megisti and Symi on 16/01/2022-21/01/2022, where nine (9) persons were
interviewed/examined, and

- Alexandroupolis-Feres-Orestiada-Didymoteicho on the dates 06/02/2022-11/02/2022
where twelve (12) persons were interviewed/examined.

The persons were selected on the basis of their status in the local community of each
station area of the investigation carried out (port, police officers, citizens®, third-country
nationals, RIC governors, religious officers) and their participation, directly or indirectly, in
cases of irregular migration management. For this purpose, questionnaires have been
drawn up for each category.

3. Exchange of correspondence (via a series of e-mails} with the news platform “Lighthouse
Reports” to acquire and analyse the audiovisual material that was mentioned in the
publication of 06.10.2021. This publication triggered the issuance of the investigation
order.

4. the Audit team sent a request for technical assistance to the Hellenic Police Forensic
Science Division (F.S.D.), in order to receive technical expertise on the audiovisual material
acquired and subsequently submitted to the FSD L. In this context, technical reports were
provided as set out in a subsequent chapter.

It should be noted that in this report (a) the use of the term “irregular immigration” refers to
the entry from land or sea borders in an irregular manner? and includes any refugees or other

persons in need of international protection, (b) the term “irregular’® immigrant” or “third-
country national or stateless person entering the country without the legal formalities” is used
instead of the term “illegal”.

A.9 Conceptual and institutional framework of the terms “refugee”, “migrant” and the
principle of “non-refoulement” in international (refugee), European and customary law

The concept of “refugee” was defined in the Geneva Convention Relating to the Status of
Refugees signed on 28.07.1951 by the League of Nations?*. According to Article 1 of the Treaty,
which was incorporated in Article 1 of the 1967 Protocol®, the term “refugee” applies to any
person who is outside his or her country of origin or place of residence, has a justified fear of
being persecuted on grounds of race, religion, nationality, membership of a particular social
group or political opinion and because of such fear of persecution is unable or unwilling to
enjoy the protection of or return to that country.

In the context of the protection of asylum and international protection of beneficiaries under
the (divisional) conditions set out in the above provision, the principle of non-refoulement*® is
absolute!” and is based on Article 33 of the Geneva Convention prohibiting the State from

human beings as there must be at least one moment when the migrant voluntarily and aware of the situation takes
the decision to participate (ref. “immigration and International Human Rights Law” — International Commission of
Jurists (1CJ).

“deporting or returning®® in any*® way, refugees, to the border of territories where their lives or
liberty are threatened by reasons of race, religion, nationality, social class or political opinion”.
The only permitted exceptions to the above principle are provided for in paragraph (2) of the
same Article and may be applied where the refugee for serious reasons poses a threat to the
national security of the country in which he is present or if he is convicted of a particularly
serious offence in order to constitute a danger to the society of that country®.

The term “migrant”?! denotes a person who leaves his country of origin with a view to better
working conditions and living conditions in general in the countries of final destination.
According to the International Organisation for Migration?, an immigrant is any person who
has crossed or crosses an international border or moves within a State away from his or her
normal place of residence regardless of his or her legal status and whether his or her movement
is intentional or unintentional, the reasons for his/her movement or the duration of his/her
stay.

Unlike the “refugee”, the “immigrant” has the possibility to return home if he so wishes. In
addition?, immigrants are subject to the domestic legal order and administrative procedures
of the State in which they are located, while the procedures concerning refugees are defined
beyond the national legal order and by international law which places the host State’s
obligation to grant them asylum.

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In addition to refugee law, the “principle of non-refoulement” is recognised® as a principle of
international human rights® law?® but also as a principle of customary international law binding
all States under the obligation to recognise, safeguard and protect the human rights of all
persons under their jurisdiction?, irrespective of nationality.

Under international law on the treatment of migrants at sea, the provisions of Article 9828 (1)
and (2) of the 1982 United Nations Convention on the Law of the Sea® are applicable, although
no explicit provision is made for irregular migration. In addition, the 1974 International
Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea®® provides for an obligation on masters to provide
assistance at sea, stressing that “This obligation to provide assistance applies regardless of their
nationality or status or the conditions under which they were found®” and is also provided for
in the International Convention®? on Maritime Research and Rescue.

In primary law of the European Union, the principle of non-refoulement was incorporated
through Article 78% of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU) and Article
19(2) of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union, according to which “no one
may be removed, expelled or extradited to a State where there is a serious risk of being
subjected to the death penalty or of being subjected to torture or other inhuman or degrading

of territories where they risk being exposed to serious human rights violations, in particular arbitrary deprivation of
life or torture or other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment (UNHCR Advisory Opinion on the
Extraterritorial Application of Non-Refoulement Obligations under the 1951 Convention relating to the Status of
Refugees and its 1967 Protocol).

The Convention stresses that the provision of assistance must be ensured by States Parties to any person in distress
at sea regardless of their nationality, situation or circumstances, and that when rescued persons in distress at sea,
medical or other care must be provided initially and transported to a safe place. “Safe Party” in accordance with the
International Maritime Organisation’s Guidelines on the Treatment of Persons Rescued at Sea is defined as the
location where search and rescue operations are considered to be completed, the safety of survivors is not
threatened and their basic needs are met or where their transfer arrangements can be organised to their next or
final destination.

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treatment or punishment”. In addition, the body ensuring compliance with the obligations of
States Parties is the European Court of Human Rights (ECtHR) which has led to a rich case law
on migration and asylum issues.

In this context, this European institution has interpreted Article 3 of the European Convention
on Human Rights on the “prohibition of torture, inhuman or degrading treatment” as a
prohibition of return to a country or place of destination where, if expelled, there is a well-
founded fear of being subjected to torture, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment®.

In particular, in the context of the surveillance of external borders, during operations, EU
Member States® must respect the principle of non-refoulement either on land or at sea.

B. FINDINGS

I. Regarding the operational action of the authorities in relation to maritime and land border
surveillance within the framework of their competences.

Field inspections by the inspection team at points of entry to the island and border Greek
territory and interviews with local security officers have revealed the following:

1. As regards the operational action of the port authorities on the islands of Lesvos, Samos,
Rhodes, Symi and Megisti

The inspection team interviewed thirteen {13) officers of the Coast Guard/Hellenic Coast Guard
(HCG)*®. From the analysis of the findings, the following procedure has been drawn up within
their remit on the management of irregular migration flows.

Maritime border
surveillance has been entrusted to the HCG as defined in Article 2(11) (surveillance between maritime border
crossing points) and Article 12 of Regulation (EC) No 562/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of
Europe of 15 March 2006 establishing a Community Code on the rules governing the movement of persons across
borders (Schengen Borders Code). It should be noted that the Treaty implementing the Schengen Agreement was
ratified by Law 9714/1997 (Government Gazette, Series 1), according to which the Coast Guard, the Hellenic Police
and Customs were designated as national authorities for its implementation in Greece.

In the context® of maritime border surveillance, the main purpose of the port authorities is to
locate®® a* boat with irregular immigrants within Turkish waters and inform the Turkish
authorities in order to deal with the incident.* It should be noted that the Turkish Coast Guard
must take its own action in the framework of the EU-Turkey Joint Declaration/Agreement
concluded on 18 March 2016 with a view to controlling flows, according to which, inter alia, all
new irregular immigrants arriving on the Greek islands via Turkey from 20 March 2016
onwards, who do not apply for asylum or whose application is deemed unfounded or
inadmissible, will be returned to Turkey. Law 4375/2016 (Government Gazette, Series |, No
51/3.4.2016) was adopted in Greece for the implementation of the Agreement.

The operational resources available to the port authorities of Lesvos, Samos, Rhodes, Symi and
Kastellorizo for this purpose have been upgraded since March 2020, both in number and in
terms of quality, to allow early detection of the boat in order to prevent flows*! and facilitate
search and rescue operations. The operational means mainly consist of high seas naval and
patrol vessels*?, vessels equipped with electronic devices offering longer tracking range, night
imaging and identification, and human resources have been reinforced by the recruitment of
new staff and continuous training.

Patrols have increased in particular following the events in Evros, and in addition, the work of
the port authorities is supported® by the FRONTEX Agency, the Navy, the Army Special Forces
and the Police. A boat can be traced either on patrols by the vessels of the port authorities, by
private fishermen, or by police and military co-operating services (military observatories
located in the area).

The following cases can be distinguished here:
a) Tracing of a boat outside Greek territorial waters

As mentioned above, due to the enhanced operational means currently available to port
authorities, the latter can detect incidents of (attempted) entry of third-country nationals ‘in
their birth’, ‘before (the boats) approach the boundary of the Greek border’). It was stressed
(with reference to the island of Samos and Lesvos) that Greece’s maritime borders are close to
Turkey and therefore it is possible to detect the boats on the Turkish coast in a timely manner.
In such cases, and once the information on the detection of a “suspected” boat located outside

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the national water boundary with a route to the Greek territorial waters has been confirmed,
attempts shall be made to prevent* the boat from travelling in order to intercept its entry
within the national boundary. In particular, the vessels of the HCG and FRONTEX patrol and
monitor the situation of the boat remaining on standby on the border (‘to avoid any unpleasant
outcome’, ‘to assist in the event of a need for the safety of the persons on board’) and at the
same time inform the Operations Centre (KEPIX* or EKSED*). The latter in turn informs the
Turkish Coast Guard Operations Centre of its own actions (immobilisation of the boat and
rescue of persons on board). The entry of the boat into the boundary “shall be prevented by
voice, audible signals and by appropriate handling of the HCG vessel”

If a boat is detected by a HCG patrol vessel, an assessment of the condition on the boat (risk of
persons on board, vessel, human lives, etc.) shall be attempted. If everything goes smoothly,
the HCG patrol vessel awaits the arrival of the Turkish vessel at the point instructing the persons
on board to remain calm so that they can be safely recovered by the Turkish Coast Guard.

Throughout the time until the arrival of the Turkish Coast Guard, the patrolling HCG floating
vessel shall be kept informed by the competent coordinating bodies (KEPIX-EKSED) and the sea
position of the boat, its exact status, the number of persons on board, the weather conditions
in the field and any vessels sailing alongside which can assist will be recorded.

In this respect, it has been stated that the Turkish Coast Guard in these cases intervenes
“immediately” or “with a minimum delay of one hour maximum.. recovers immigrants and tows
the corresponding vessels demonstrating great and immediate cooperation.”

If the Turkish Coast Guard fails to respond, actions are taken through the Operations Chamber
(Centre) (KEPIX or EKSED) and in any case the port authorities through KEPIX insist on their
communication with the respective Turkish Coast Guard Operations Chamber, constantly
monitoring the situation of the boat.

It was also pointed out that in some cases, especially when there is a trafficker between the
persons on board, who is also its operator, facing the floating patro!l vessels of the port
authorities and FRONTEX near the boundary, he voluntarily reverses the vessel’s course
towards the Turkish coast in order to avoid capture. Similarly, in such cases, the Turkish Coast
Guard shall be informed through EKSED of its own actions.

Where shipwrecked persons are found outside Greek territorial waters, the Coast Guard
Operations Chamber (Single Research and Rescue Coordination Centre — EKSED) shall be
informed of its own guidelines and respectively the Turkish Coast Guard of its own actions. It
was stressed that coordinated operations have been carried out to find any missing persons. In
the case of absence of a Turkish vessel at the location of a shipwreck, operational action may
be taken by the port authorities, after information and authorisation by the EKSED).

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B) Tracing of a boat within Greek territorial waters

If the boat is located within Greek territorial waters and there is a likelihood of risk, the search
and rescue plan shall be applied. In particular, the boat is approached by a floating HCG vessel
(with the assistance of FRONTEX if necessary), it is safely immobilised and the potential safety
risk of the vessel, the risk of loss of human life, etc. are monitored. Then there is the operation
of the transfer and recovery of persons on board with safety, while informing the relevant Port
Authority of the conditions of the field and in particular whether there are “people at sea”. In
this regard, it has been stressed that in many cases it is particularly difficult to recover and
rescue immigrants safely*”” and requires calm and courage from the port authorities, because
the conditions created by darkness and rough seas are very difficult.

After the procedure for the collection and boarding of immigrants on the HCG vessel, a
numerical count shall be made, their nationality shall be recorded according to their
declaration, protective masks and gloves shall be distributed to all and first aid and essential
emergency items shall be provided to the weak until they are transferred to the appropriate
port.

They shall then be disembarked from the vessel and the criminal proceedings® will be
exercised by the Security Office of the port authority concerned. Administrative actions under
the responsibility of the Hellenic Police (registration, identification, asylum applications) then
follow and the first reception procedure is implemented* by transferring them to the
Reception and Identification Centre or to a detention facility at the port authority of the island
in the case of a non-existing reception structure and until they are transferred to the nearest
structure.

In cases where shipwrecked persons (‘people at sea’) are found either within Greek territorial
waters or at points of disembarkation near the Greek coasts, following failed actions (due to
unseaworthiness of the vessels or due to an incorrect choice of time of transit in relation to
adverse weather conditions), the port authorities shall carry out search®® and rescue operations
independently or with the assistance of other forces (super puma helicopters, ships sailing
alongside) and the use of smaller auxiliary vessels, if necessary. First aid is then provided, when
necessary, and hospital and medical facilities are informed for treatment and hospitalisation.

The difficulty of the rescue operation was highlighted by port officers with operational action
at sea: In many cases of shipwrecks weather conditions and other factors endanger their lives
and make it difficult to properly recover the persons on board. It was pointed out that the
rescue process follows a strict protocol of action, priority®lis given to the weakest (infants,

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children, mothers, injured persons, pregnant women, elderly people and finally men), while
the same attention is “given also during the recovery of the dead, who must be handed over to
their relatives without the slightest possible skinning...Although the mental cost in these
situations the reward for the rescue of every human life gives us moral reward”

The action of the port authorities is based on the principles®? *® of maritime law and strict
compliance with them ensures the legality of their actions.

C) Tracing of a boat at an island coast point

In cases where irregular immigrants are not found in the sea but at a point on the coast of the
island, the following were noted: The responsibility of the HGC extends exclusively to the entire
sea area up to the coastline, however, assistance is provided to the Heilenic Police, which has
territorial competence, cooperation is being developed with the Municipal Authorities and with
voluntary groups or organisations, which assist in the provision of essential necessities. At the
same time, all co-responsible services (the Regional Directorate of the HCG, the Public
Prosecutor’s Office of first instance, the competent police department, the existing care
facilities, the Municipality) are informed for their own actions. After the recovery of the arriving
persons and after the boat has been seized if any, they are transported by an official vehicle to
the port authority in order to carry out the next legal procedures (verification — identification
of nationality, carrying out preliminary investigative acts to detect and arrest a trafficker/boat
operator, etc.). They are then handed over to the competent Police Department — Migration
Management Department for its own further administrative actions and their transfer to a
reception facility. Where there is a trafficker, criminal proceedings shall be initiated and a case-
file shall be created.>

As regards the recording of incidents of irregular transit/entry of immigrants, it was stated that
all incidents taking place in the maritime area under the responsibility of the HCG are initially
recorded in the ‘vessel log’ and after each patrol on arrival a significant report is sent to the
competent services (Public Prosecutor’s Office, Ministry of Maritime Affairs and Insular Policy,
Headquarters of the Coast Guard). The Register of Offences, showing the reference number of
the case-file, number of persons, time, place of incident, brief description of the circumstances
of the offence and the authority to which the file was sent, shall be updated accordingly. In
addition, the (relevant) port authority sends a monthly ‘justification’ (reference) to the Ministry
of Maritime Affairs and Insular Policy for the incidents it manages.

2. Regarding the operational action of the police authorities on the islands of Lesvos, Samos,
Rhodes, Symi and Megisti

The inspection team examined seven (7) police officers. A record of their examination reports
shows that in the exercise of their responsibilities for the management of irregular migration
flows, the following are being carried out.

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a) with regard to maritime border surveillance activities

The assistance of the Police Directorates in the North Aegean region with responsibility on
maritime border surveillance started, as mentioned, on a pilot basis from December 2020 and
then from March 2021 started to be implemented at more border guard points. In particular,
police forces assist in the surveillance of the marine field using technical means-thermal
cameras (gradual reinforcement from December 2020) and border guards® at selected security
points on all the islands of the North Aegean. During the surveillance of the maritime field,
what interests the most is the position of the boat, if there are “people at sea”, any movements
of Turkish coast guard vessels, in particular whether they are trying to intercept its course
during its movement to Greek territorial waters. The transmission of this information to the
HCG contributes effectively to search and rescue operations. As was specifically mentioned for
the island of Lesvos, given that in the area observatories are currently located in five strategic
border surveillance points, covering the whole area from the north to the south where the
Greek coast is adjacent to the Turkish coast, the work of the HCG is facilitated as it is now
possible to locate the boat from the Turkish coast, due to the greater field depth and the higher
standards of technical means on the land>® thus reducing migratory flows. The same applies to
Samos island.

Therefore, in cases where a “suspicious”® boat is detected from the Turkish coast towards a
Greek island, the HCG shall be timely informed of actions within its competence. However, it
was stressed that it is not always possible for the Hellenic Police to identify immigrants who
are approaching irregularly the islands of the North Aegean due to objective factors such as
adverse weather conditions and the wide range of borders. It was noted that the early
detection rate of irregular migration flows (by own means as well as in the context of the
assistance provided to the HCG) is close to 60 % per year of all migratory incidents in the
maritime field. The Hellenic Police also assists in incidents of shipwrecked persons in need of
transport to medical care units or any other actions for their care. It should be noted, however,
that the main competence in these cases lies with the HCG.

b) with regard to the actions of (administrative) arrest, registration and identification of
irregular immigrants

The officers of the Hellenic Police have the competence® to arrest irregular immigrants for the
offence of illegal entry into the country and the deprivation of legalisation documents, when
they have stayed for more than three hours on land and the HCG has not intervened earlier. In
this case both the criminal and the administrative proceedings are carried out by the police
officers who ought to inform the HCG and the relevant Public Prosecutor’s Office, while the
arrested immigrants are detained in the police department until they are transferred to

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hotspots. Where hospitalisation is required for medical care or supervision, patients are
transferred to medical care facilities.

In the event that the Port Authority has already taken charge of the arrest of immigrants, the
police shall issue expulsion decisions® and take action to ensure the security of the hotspots®
(actions of the external guard and security unit and of the registration and identification unit
under the responsibility of the Governor of the hotspot).

C) As regards data and information collection

The Security Sub-Directorate of the police department concerned shall collect information on
irregular arrivals of immigrants®® and the conditions under which they took place in order to
learn about the situation at the border. As part of the investigation of the NGO action, three
(3) case-files have been created (they are currently in the main investigation phase) to facilitate
the illegal entry of immigrants within the Greek borders. At the same time, other criminal
cases® are being investigated in order to assist irregular crossings of the Aegean islands.

Incidents of irregular entry of immigrants from the sea borders shall be recorded in the Register
of Offences and Incidents of the relevant police department and the competent Police
Directorate and Public Prosecutor’s Office shall be informed. An individual file for each irregular
arrival is kept at the responsible police department.

Figures® on migration flows to the islands of Lesbos, Chios and Samos (North Aegean) for the
years 2016-2021 submitted by the person examined are set out in Tables 4.1 and 4.2 of the
Annex hereto.

3. Regarding the operational action of the police authorities at the border of Evros

Following the opening of the borders by Turkey on 27 February 2020, Greece faced an
unpredictable and unprecedented attempt of mass entry by thousands of immigrants without
a refugee profile. The latter gathered in the Greek-Turkish border seeking a way out to Europe.
State actors in the defence and security sectors have taken action in the exercise of border
management responsibilities, taking into account the “holistic approach”® to the migration
issue.

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This term was first found in an official EU text®in June 2016. With regard to the phenomenon
of irregular migration, the objective of the ‘holistic approach’ is to manage EU funds more
effectively, as we as improve situation awareness and responsiveness at the external borders
of the Member States of the Union.

The inspection team examined six (6) police officers on the matter.
The following is taken as a result of the examination reports on the above:

a) with regard to border surveillance and prevention of irregular immigrants entering the
Evros region.

1) Area of jurisdiction of the Alexandroupolis Police Directorate (PD) in relation to Border Guard.

The Regional Centre for Integrated Border Management and Migration (PEKODISME)®® belongs
to the Alexandroupolis Police Directorate. it is based in Alexandroupolis and aims to collect
incidents of irregular crossing of third-country nationals at the Greek-Turkish border, to draw
up and send reports to the Centre for Integrated Border Management and Migration
(KODISME) and the other head services.

As part of the policy of preventing irregular transit of persons, Border Guard
Services/Departments have been set up® to carry out patrols (on foot, air or sea patrols)
throughout the border. It was noted that for more effective border surveillance patrols have
been stepped up especially after the migration crisis of February and March 2020, but the
fluctuation in flows is also influenced by other factors that shape the situation in the field
(weather conditions, Turkish army action).

In addition, in this direction, the Ferres Border Guard Department % (of the Alexandroupolis
Police Directorate) was reinforced with the recruitment of sixty (60) border guards, with means
of surveillance (cameras, drones, cameras on long-range pillars, radios, shields, etc.) and police
vehicles, while it was noted that military officers were added to the observation and patrol
units. Itis also considered important to build a new 24 km (fence) artificial barrier in the area
of Ferres as a deterrent to illegal trafficking and illegal transit.

Early detection of irregular immigrants in groups of persons or vehicles is possible with the
available technical means (thermal cameras, binoculars, radar) and surveillance of the Turkish
territory takes place 24 hours a day. In case they are detected at a certain point in a Turkish

At the same time, there is coordination of floating patrols to move towards the
possible point of irregular crossing of the border and prevention by means of sound signals
(sirens, patrol vehicle beacons) is attempted. In addition, when there is evidence (patterns) or
information®® about imminent illegal trafficking of third-country nationals, police authorities
carry out operations to arrest traffickers and irregular immigrants

ii) Area of jurisdiction of the Orestiada Police Directorate regarding Border Guard.

The area of territorial competence of the Orestiada Police Directorate extends from the area
of Ormenio to the settlement of Mandra. European border guards of FRONTEX™ are active in
the Border Guard Departments of the Orestiada Police Directorate’™ in order to strengthen
border guards. In this respect, it was noted that the operations of the Orestiada Police
Directorate are supported by enhanced human resources of 400 border guards and by a new
border surveillance system which now covers all the territorial competence of the above police
directorate. To this end, an automated border surveillance system with radar and cameras is
installed in the area of jurisdiction of the abovementioned Directorate in order to detect
irregular flows in a timely manner and at a point far ahead of the Greek border. In addition,
floating patrols prevent’? (more) organised attempts to cross the river with the help of
traffickers.

In particular, the Orestiada Border Guard Department’® (of the Orestiada Police Directorate)
was reinforced with staff (recruitment of new border guards), operationally’®, by means of
advanced technology (technical equipment, vehicles and waterborne vessels) and at the same
time reconstructed the artificial deterrent barrier in its area of competence.

In this context, all incidents of deterrence shall be recorded by the Border Guard Departments,
with particular reference to the point and time, and a daily report on incidents shall be duly
transmitted for the operational assessment at PEKODISME level. In any case, since the
collection of information on deterrence incidents is often hampered by the morphology of the
soil and the specificity of the businesses, statistics are kept and are recorded in a specific
electronic application of the Hellenic Police.

b) As regards the actions of (administrative) arrest/registration and identification of irregular
migrants

In case of detection of irregular crossings of the land border in the Evros region by irregular
migrants, an arrest is made’” for the offence of illegal entry into Greek territory, with
immediate notification to the service officer and subsequently to the relevant Police
Directorate, the relevant Public Prosecutor’s Office and the other Hellenic Police Authorities
involved.

In particular, initially, the above third-country nationals are transported by police vehicle to the
competent Border Guard Department, where their health status’® is attested, and then follows
the signed notification of their rights in a language they understand. After that, the
administrative procedure for detention is implemented and a case-file is created’’, which is
forwarded to the competent”public prosecutor’s office in order to decide on the outcome” of
the criminal case. Indicatively, 2400 persons were arrested for irregular transit and 105 persons
were arrested for immigrant trafficking in the administrative district of Alexandroupolis Police
Directorate in 2021.

In the framework of the administrative procedure the first registration, screening® and
fingerprinting process takes place in all cases {also for traffickers) followed by the application
of the administrative measure of detention until they are transferred to hotspot facilities®. The
administrative procedure varies according to the nationality and status of the arrested person
(asylum seekers and other cases).

Provisional detention is carried out in a detention area of the relevant police department® and
the irregular migrants are then transferred to the Pre-Removal Detentions Centers for Foreign

It was reported that incidents of irregular transit/entry of immigrants were initially recorded in
the Register of Offences and Incidents —database of the police department dealing with the
case, followed by an update and corresponding registration at regional level by the relevant
Police Directorate-KODISME. Depending on the seriousness of the incident, an entry is made in
the existing databases. The above data shall be transmitted to the competent services of the
Headquarters of the Hellenic Police every 12 hours and on an exceptional basis where
necessary.

Figures® for the years 2016-2021 on deterring and arresting third-country nationals and
traffickers in the geographical competence of the Orestiada Border Guard Department, Ferres
Border Guard Department and Orestiada Police Directorate, presented by the persons
concerned are set out in Tables 4.3, 4.4 and 4.5 of the Annex hereto.

Finally, it was pointed out that the contribution of the Hellenic Police is not only to prevent
entry into Greek territory, but also to rescue immigrants who are in danger within the river of
Evros and protect them from traffickers.

4. As regards the management of the entry into Greece of third-country nationals and/or
stateless persons without the legal formalities (irregular immigrants) by the services of the
Ministry of Migration and Asylum.

a. State structures and procedures to be followed

I) The Reception and Identification Service

In accordance with the provisions of Law 4375/2016, third-country nationals and stateless
persons entering the country without legal formalities are subject to reception and
identification procedures. The effective implementation of these procedures is the main task
of the Reception and Identification Service (RIS), which is part of the General Secretariat for
the Reception of Asylum Seekers and its territorial competence extends throughout the
country’sterritory {Article 111(4) of Law 4622/2019, Article 33 of Presidential Decree
106/2020).

The procedures put in place by the RIS include the recording of personal data and the capturing
and registration of fingerprints of those who have reached the age of 14 years, the
identification and verification of data (identity and nationality}, medical checks, the provision
of necessary medical care and psychosocial support, the identification of vulnerable persons in
order to go through the case-by-case procedure and to receive special care and protection; to
provide information, in particular on procedures of international or other kind of protection
and on return procedures, as well as on the temporary stay of third-country nationals or
stateless persons entering the country without the legal formalities, their further referral and
transfer to appropriate facilities for their temporary reception or accommodation, under its
responsibility or supervision, as well as the Local Refugee Crisis Management Coordination
Centres (LRCMCCTEKEDE)®**referred to in Article 96 of Law 4368/2016 — A'21 (Articles 8 and 9
of Law 4375/2016).

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The RIS is also responsible for establishing, operating and supervising (a) centres and structures
for carrying out the above procedures, (b) open facilities for temporary reception of third-
country nationals or stateless persons who have applied for international protection, (c) open
temporary accommodation facilities for third-country nationals or stateless persons who are
either in the process of return, deportation or readmission, or®are subject to withholding of
removal, ®or fall under the provisions of Articles 76(5) or 78 or 78A of Law 3386/2005 (Articles
8 and 9 of Law 4375/2016).

The Regional Services of the Reception and Identification Service are the Reception and
Identification Centres (RICs) as well as the closed controlled access centers of the Islands
(KEDN).

Reception and Identification Centres (RICs)

Third-country nationals or stateless persons who {a) have entered Greek territory without the
legal formalities in order to be subject to reception and identification procedures, (b} are
subject to restrictions on freedom of movement for a maximum of twenty-five (25) days, as
well as geographical restrictions in accordance with the EU-Turkey Joint Treaty are residing in
the RICs. Once the reception and identification procedure are completed, incoming third-
country nationals are transferred from the RICs to structures in the mainland. They shall then
be referred to the competent Regional Asylum Office or Independent Asylum Unit in case they
have expressed their intention to apply for international protection or are referred to the
competent services for readmission, return or deportation in case no request for international
protection has been submitted.®”

Closed controlled access structures of islands {CCASIs)

In accordance with General Regulation No 25.0/118832/2021 on the operation of
closed/controlled access islands’ structures (GROCCASI), CCASIs provide housing and material
support to irregular immigrant’ or ‘third-country national or stateless person entering the
country without the legal formalities’ # who have entered Greece. Within the CCASIs, the

Upon completion of the reception and identification procedures and for as long as they remain
within the of the temporary reception areas of the CCASIs and in separate areas thereof, the
irregular immigrants or third-country national or stateless person entering the country have
free movement® in predefined areas in order not to hinder the proper functioning of the
CCASIs. Residents shall enjoy the right to enter and exit the CCASIs during the hours specified
by decision of the Director of the Reception and Identification Service, which shall apply
uniformly to all the CCASIs in the territory. When residents enter and exit the CCASIs, an e-card
system is used for the entry/exit of residents. Adherence to the opening and exit times from
the CCAS|, as well as the overnight stay within the structure are mandatory. Unjustified failure
to identify the resident during the regular report/verification of the current population on two
consecutive occasions, may result in interruption of residence and of the material support
provided. Failure to comply with these obligations may lead to the reduction or interruption of
material support for asylum seekers, in accordance with Article 57 of Law 4636/2019 (Article
7(2) of the GROCCASI).

(IV) In particular with regard to reception and identification procedures

In accordance with Article 39 of Law 4636/2019, third-country nationals and stateless persons
who enter the country without legal formalities or reside without the legal formalities in Greece
and do not prove their nationality and identity by means of a public authority document, if
they®® are identified, shall be taken directly to a Reception and Identification Centre under the
responsibility of the police or coast authorities. In cases where the above persons appear in
person to the Structures, the Police Authorities are taking over in order to verify whether they
are illegally transited or illegally staying in Greek territory {Article 958 of Presidential Decree
7/2017).

Reception and identification procedures for third-country nationals or stateless persons are
illustrated schematically as follows:

international protection status for as long as they are permitted (in accordance with Article 114(1) of Law 4636/2019
and the relevant provisions of the General Regulation on the operation of reception and identification centres) to
remain in the KEDN (Article 6 of the GROCCASI).

During the first ‘Information’ phase, third-country nationals or stateless persons are informed
by the Reception and Identification Centre’s Information Unit, by staff of the Hellenic Police or
by the High Commissioner regarding their rights and obligations at the reception stage and in
particular of their ability to apply for international protection, their rights and obligations
during the procedure for examining the application for international protection and the
consequences of non-compliance with those obligations.

During the second phase of ‘subscription’, third-country nationals or stateless persons entering
the Reception and ldentification Centre are tested for COVID 19 by the NBHO and are isolated
in a specially designed area in accordance with the relevant protocol of the NBHO.
Registration/identification procedures (stage 3) are initiated after the expiry of the prescribed
period. At this stage, the European Union Agency for Law Enforcement Cooperation (Europol),
the European Border and Coast Guard Agency {Frontex) and the ELAS registration team are
involved in the registration process in order to:

e Record of their personal details, capture and register the fingerprints of persons over
the age of 14;

e Verification of identity and nationality;

e Provide health check-up and offer psychosocial support their medical examination and
the provision of any necessary care and psychosocial support;

e Provide specialised care and protection for those belonging to vulnerable groups.

e Offer of special care to meet the specific needs of families with infants and toddlers
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In the fourth stage ‘Referral to international protection procedures’, third-country nationals or
stateless persons wishing to benefit from international protection are referred to the Regional
Asylum Office, representatives of which may be at the Centre. At each stage of the procedures,
the submission of the application for international protection requires the applicant to be
separated from the other persons residing in the Centre.

Furthermore, once the reception and authentication procedures have been completed, third-
country nationals or stateless persons who do not wish to be granted international protection
are referred/moved to the competent bodies and to other regional reception services. In
particular, non-asylum seekers are forwarded to the Hellenic Police in order to proceed with
the return procedures (voluntary or forced) to countries of origin or for other administrative
measures {in cases of third-country nationals that cannot be returned to their own countries),
and unaccompanied minors & other vulnerable groups are referred to the National Social
Solidarity Centre so that they find a place in a shelter facility®!.

v) The procedures followed when third-country nationals enter the Greek island territory
without the legal formalities (irregular immigrants).

In order to verify on the spot the implementation of the above procedures, the team of
inspectors visited the following accommodation areas for third-country nationals and/or
stateless persons, Mytilene, Samos, and Kos on 23.11.2021, 08.12.2021 and 13.12.2021
respectively.

Examinations/interviews were carried out in accordance with the provisions of Article 100 of
Law 4622/2019, with the administrators of the abovementioned structures, in order to reflect
the procedures followed and followed upon arrival of third-country nationals and stateless
persons at the Centres, to record the safeguards ensuring the smooth entry and
accommodation of immigrants entering the Centres and to detect any infringements or
malfunctions.

The investigation found the following:

1. As regards the process of integration of new immigrants into the hotspot, it was reported
that migrants:

—They come to the structure in person, in which case the police pick them up in order to verify
whether they are arriving on the island from across the coast or they are illegally residing in the
Greek Territory,

- Or they are transported by bus of the Coast Guard or Police, or they are located at the
hinterland and they are transferred to the structure after their arrest .

2. The following procedures are followed:
A} Implementation of NBHO protocol on detection and protective measures for SARS CoV-2
B) Registration and identification by the Asylum Service, Europol, Frontex and Hellenic Police.

C) Information of foreign nationals regarding their rights in a language they can understand by
the responsible persons of the structure {Information Department) with the assistance of an
interpreter during their registration and on a daily basis by representatives of IOM, UNHCR and
NGOs

D) Interview procedure, medical and psychosocial testing for the identification of vulnerable
persons. It was noted that foreigners with serious health problems seeking ¢welfare protection
and medical care in countries within the EU. Greece ensures that the necessary medical
treatment is offered to every vulnerable person. The team was informed that two years ago

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out of the 17 posts of nephropaths at Mytilene Hospital, 16 were occupied by asylum seekers
residing at the structure in Moria.

E) Submission of an application for asylum, within or outside the structure {Asylum Office) . The
Regional Asylum Office (RAQ) of Kos operates within the closed controlled access facility. The
Prefecture of Samos is located outside CCASI Samos and the Mytilene RAO outside the RIC. The
foreign intention is recorded, the asylum case is opened and the date of the interview is set.
From registration up to twenty-five days later the applicant is accommodated in the structure
but is not entitled to leave as he/she is in administrative detention.

F) Provide accommeodation in the structure.

3. As regards the stay of the third-country nationals and stateless persons in the structure, it
was stated that the General Regulation on the operation of closed controlled structures (A
3191, 20-7-2021) applies. Their stay lasts from a few months to a whole year as they wait the
decision for their case and given that Turkey for the last 1.5 year does not accept any returns.

4, As regards the departure of foreigners from the structure, it was stated that there are the
following options: a) organised relocations by the authorities (for those having the refugee
status after one month and for vulnerable groups after 4 months) b) at their own expense after
the lift of the geographical restriction and c) by their own initiative —illegally, in which case the
Hellenic Police is informed in order to take action.

5. As regards unaccompanied minors, it was stated that:

A) The Mytilene RIC does not host unaccompanied minors. As part of the MERIMNA project
funded by DG HOME of the European Commission, unaccompanied minors are accommodated
in hotels or apartments in town. In particular, 24 are accommodated in the facilities of
MERIMNA and 140 in apartments. Following the establishment of the Special Secretariat for
Unaccompanied Minors (part of the central department of the Ministry for Migration and
Asylum), the National Centre for Social Solidarity seeks to find accommodation for
unaccompanied minors in the mainland

B) The CCASI of Samos hosts 57 unaccompanied minors who live in a designated area (yellow
area) for them (safe area) have 24-hour security and do not leave this area without escort.

C) The CCAS of Kos hosts 88 unaccompanied minors who live in safe area, supervised by the
management of the RIC, the [OM and the NGO “ZEFXIS”.

6. According to data on arrivals in Kos for the period October 2021 to December 2021, 675
entered the closed controlled access facility of Kos. Out of those 659 migrants came from
Turkey and from sea border, 15 came from other islands (Rhodes, Karpathos) and 1 from land
borders. These numbers include the mass arrival that took place on the 31.10.2022 with 375
migrants on board of a boat, which broadcasted an SOS outside of Crete. These immigrants
were transported to Kos being the nearest RIC.

Il. The view of local communities on how irregular migration is managed by the competent
national bodies.

The team of investigators carried out an examination of thirty-six {36) residents of the islands
in question, including third-country nationals.

The examination reports of the above have indicated the following:
1) Regarding the current situation of the migration issue::

The migration flows have been significantly reduced for the following reasons (exclusively or
cumulative):
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1) EU -Turkey Agreement

2) More effective®® border surveillance by national authorities (frequency of patrols,
reinforcement from naval forces , improvement of procedures and systems detecting
irregular flows) with the assistance of the European Agencies (FRONTEX, EUROPOL) to detect
timely the irregular migration flows

3) Change of entry points to Europe
4) The construction of an artificial barrier in the prefecture of Evros

B) The contribution of the accommodation facilities (RIC of Lesvos, CCASI of Samos and CCASI
of Kos) to the relief of local communities as they offer satisfactory living conditions to newly
arrived migrants in areas fully controlled and supervised by the competent law enforcement
authorities.

However, a person’s view was recorded that despite the improvement in the situation in the
area where he is living, “the violations of the rights of refugees and citizens in Samos society
have become more systemic”, and in addition a negative view was expressed on the
functioning of the existing structure insofar as migrants’ rights are violated, particularly as
regards their right to leave the structure.

2) The citizens’ perception of competent bodies the management of irregular migration flows
by the competent bodies®

Regarding the management of irregular migration flows the conduct of the competent bodies
seems to be in line with their duties and respectful of the migrants’ rights. This view stems from
a) personal experience in rescuing immigrants b) experience acquired through their
participation in voluntary action or ¢} from the belief that “if something wrong were to happen,
it would be easily noticed by the local community.”

Contrary to the above, a person argued that “acts of human rights violations are very frequent
and are done by bodies that have to enforce the law”.

3) On the attitude of local communities and the Church to the migration issue today

According to the testimonies of the participants in the survey, the local communities, have
experienced unprecedented developments during the major refugee and migration crisis that
took place during the years 2015-2016, nevertheless their response was truly humane and
sensitive contributing from their part to the management of the migration flows. In this
context, there was strong coordination between municipal bodies, NGOs and organizations of
volunteers in order to provide humanitarian assistance. However, the reference to cases of
illegal conduct of irregular migrants, coupled with infrastructure problems, had in some cases
led to a negative response to irregular migration. At this point, citizens stated that they feel
more secure as the situation is more manageable, due to enhanced and more effective border
policing and the resulting reduction of flows, as well as the functioning of the existing reception

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and installation structures for temporary accommodation for irregular migrants (third-country
nationals).

The Church’s action was particularly extrovert from the beginning of the migration crisis which
manifested itself in every way (concentration of clothing, food, spiritual aid to refugees) and in
full cooperation with other competent bodies. Today, the Church’s assistance has been limited
due to the presence of NGOs and the reduced irregular migration flows (from 2018 onwards)},
but it was stressed that the Church always responds when requested.

Il As regards the investigation of the issues referred to in the publication on informal forced
returns (refoulements)

1. The content of the publication

The publication® of the collaborative non-profit media partnership “Lighthouse Reports” of
6.10.2021% entitled “Unmasking EUROPE’S SHADOW Armies” refers to refoulements in
Greece, Croatia and Romania. In particular, it refers inter alia to:

=  From the forests of the Western Balkans to the Aegean Sea consistent reports have emerged
of physical assaults, illegal pushbacks, reckless endangerment and rights abuses of asylum
seekers and migrants. But the masked men operate in a grey zone of deniability which
considerable efforts by activists and other civil society actors have only been able to partially
penetrate. It is a thin veil that most informed observers can already see through but it has
provided sufficient cover for the perpetrators to escape any meaningful accountability.

= Thousands of personal testimonies from people caught up in these often-violent operations
have been unable to shift official Denials that they occur. What has been needed is irrefutable
visual evidence and corroboration from confidential sources among the same officer corps —
some of whom are unhappy with being ordered to undertake these actions.

| " Lighthouse Reports led a joint investigation with Der Spiegel, SRF, Rundschau, ARD Monitor,

ARD Studio Wien, Libération, RTL Croatia, Novosti and Pointer, spent eight months gathering
| confirmation, tracing chains of command, tracking social media and satellite imagery and
following the money trails back to EU funds. The visual evidence was corroborated by
interviews with more than a dozen serving and former police and coast guard officers, as well
as witness accounts by pushback victims across the three EU countries.

| = What emerges is the most detailed picture yet of a previously deniable campaign of illegal,
violent pushbacks in Croatia, Greece and Romania by masked men whose uniforms have been
| stripped of any identifying details.

The above publication of “Lighthouse Reports” refers to incidents with common characteristics:
Third-country nationals and/or stateless persons enter without legal procedures, through the

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sea or the land border. Entrants either present in person to accommodation structures or to
the national law enforcement bodies (police and/or port authorities), or are arrested by them.
They are then handed over to “shadow Armies”,% which allegedly involve members of the HCG
special forces, citing reports from former and current HCG officials. According to the
publication, members of these groups are reported to use a) uniforms without badges, so that
no identification is possible, b) equipment similar to the one used by national institutions, c)
use force, intimidation, threats, abuse and eventually return informally and forcedly
{pushbacks) the entrants.

2. Steps taken by the audit team to collect evidence of what is mentioned in the publication

In order to investigate the above allegations of refoulements to Greece, the team made
extensive correspondence® with the Lighthouse Reports in order to obtain the alleged
documentation. In particular:

2.1. The audit team sent an e-mail®® on the 15.11.2021 requesting the following information:

1. Allthe videos referred to in that publication or any other audiovisual material available
to them.

2. The recording medium (drone, smart devices, etc.}, the way of recording and their
source of origin.

3. Recorded testimonies {if any).
4. Information concerning the exact time and place of the recorded incidents.

5. The status of persons and bodies {public or private) who participated in the allegedly
recorded acts. Documentation on the report about 15 masked persons in action that
have been evaluated by Greek officials®*

6. The number and nationalities of immigrants.
7. The involvement of third countries (if any) in the videos concerning the incidents

8. The means of transport used by land or sea (vehicles, boats, vans, etc.) and any
identification marks/signs spotted on them .

9. Any other relevant data or information with the corresponding documentation.
2.2. The audit team sent a reminder e-mail on the 03.12.2021.

2.3. A reply from Lighthouse Reports followed on the same day, requesting, in the context of
our confidential correspondence, the written permission of the team to communicate the
content of our request to partner journalistic media (partners) in order for a joint reply to be
given. The authorisation was provided by e-mail from the team.

2.4. On 17.01.2022, 15 videos were provided to the audit team, which, according to the
Lighthouse Reports, have already been published on the internet, referring to various
publications. No documentation linking the videos to the investigation has been provided due
to journalistic confidentiality.!®? Please note that no specific replies or information were
provided on the points raised above.

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2.5. On 10.02.2022 the audit team follow up seeking clarifications on the 15 videos received
concerning the conditions, the means and time of the filming, the status of the cameraman and
the way in which they came to their knowledge.

2.6. On 04.03.2022 the Lighthouse Reports replied that the videos, which were provided, were
downloaded/collected from the internet and were not sent by a third party, nor were they
commissioned or produced by own means. Their comments are reflected in the relevant
publications of Lighthouse Reports. Furthermore, they attached a table with the 15 videos (pdf
file) and title video data'®. It also sent attached an article entitled ‘An overview of literature
on the utilisation of open-source evidence/methods in international human rights law’'%,

It should be noted that from the data sought, and in particular the documentation of the
published documents, 15 videos of online origin were provided, without any further
information verifying their origin and authenticity.

2.7. In addition, one (1) video and seven (7) photographs were provided by an examined person
in Samos, which are, as stated, data from the complaint of 1 September 2021 to the Public
Prosecutor’s Office of Samos .

3. Macroscopic data analysis from the audit team

The team sought any evidence and/or indication regarding the afore-mentioned violent
treatment and “pushbacks”.

The visual inspection of the videos provided shows aggregated and per video the point findings
in Table 6 of the Annex, from which the following can be inferred:

» The video recordings are fragmented: The majority of videos is a synthesis/collage of plans
and photos, fragmented scenes, recordings without continuous event flow. Video processing
elements can be spotted such as use of point symbols, use of comments subtitles or third-party
comments, taking images through third-party mechanical video media without specifying the
place and time. The identity of persons in the videos is not provided and cannot be identified
or verified. .

» In the videos provided there is no footage of the alleged officials of the Greek port
authorities in contact with passengers on an inflatable boat. No act of physical violence or
attack or threat of any kind is recorded. Regarding video number 15 (VID_9_7) of the table,
where there are indications of intensity, it is not possible to determine the circumstances that
the incident takes place and the type of action in this respect, e.g. whether it concerns a threat
or effort to manage a situation threatening the safety of persons on board (possible
overturning of an inflatable vessel), as detailed in the section of the findings during rescue
operations at sea (see Chapter B, 1, 1, b) of the Findings).

» The recorded events in 14 out of the 15 videos have taken place during daytime, in the
presence of more than one vessels. The vast majority of these vessels allegedly belong to the
Greek Coast Guard and the Turkish Coast Guard.

> In the publication of Lighthouse Reports there is no electronic link or other way providing
access to the 15 videos sent to the audit team.

» According to the video data, part of those links to the Facebook team “Aegean Boat Report”.
The webpage of Aegean Boat Report refers that it was a Norwegian NGO in October 2018 and
also a news website, with the task to monitor of human trafficking in the Aegean Sea, to report
what really happens and to promote human rights, international law, human life and the

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obstruct of “refoulements”. The visit to the website shows that audiovisual material is posted
without origin/source/receipt identification.

» The information provided does not include (a) testimonies from persons involved or alleged
victims, b} specific clues or any evidence concerning organised hierarchical structures and
money flows for pushbacks of third country nationals illegally entering the country, c)
testimonies of serving orfand former senior Greek Coast Guard officers who allegedly
recognised the masked persons as members of the Special Operations Units of the Greek coast
guard namely Submarine Operations (in Greek MYA) and Special Operations(in Greek: KEA and
OEA), as reported in the publication.

4. Laboratory report of data from the Directorate for Hellenic Police Forensic Science Division

The team requested!® the assistance of the Hellenic Police Forensic Science Division (in Greek:
DEE) in examining the data provided (16 videos and 7 photographs), in order to verify the
authenticity, any editing/processing data and identifying data of the videos.

Section 7 of the DEE responsible for the Examination of Digital Tickets sent the expert
laboratory report with ref. no. 3022/21/7940-e/15.03.2022 (EDD/EMP2129/17.03.2022) which
is an integral part of this investigation and is included in Annex 7.3 of the investigation report.

The Department of Audiovisual Materials, Photography and Methodology sent 2 reports of
laboratory examination of audiovisual and photographic material relating to the fifteen (15)
videos provided by Lighthouse Reports, as well as one (1) video and seven (7} photographs
presented by a person examined in Samos. The reports ref. no 3022/26/928-c/17.03.2022
(EDD/EMP2128/17.03.2022) and ref. no. 3022/26/928-¢/17.03.2022
(EDD/EMP2128/17.03.2022) 3022/26/928-e'/23.03.2022 (EDD/EMP2419/24.03.2022) are
listed in Annex 7.1 and 7.2 as integral parts of the investigation report.

According to the Hellenic Police Forensic Science Division experts , the following observations
are recorded:

e In some of the videos changes of plans, symbols and text inputs, lack of sound (for
example, in a video there is no sound without this being justified by the environment
depicted, i.e. noisy wind).

e Indications of editing with a specific software, in some cases using software capable of
editing existing videos or collating video parts or adding graphics, etc.

e Alsoin some videos there are either no indications of date and time, or it is not possible
to determine whether the displayed date and time correspond to the actual ones, or
whether the recording of the sound (the talking person) takes place at the same time
as the video recording.

e In some videos, the images are not taken directly by a recording device but a screen is
recorded, while others stop video recording and display still images and text.

It has to be noted that (a) the majority of videos do not show the date of
downloading/digitalisation of the file, as well as elements of the recording device, and (b) the
metadata analysis indicates that 7 out of 16 videos contain not primary and unedited material
(material which is complete and unchanged from the time of download until the time of the
examination), or it is not possible to determine whether video footage is primary and unedited.

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In the remaining 9 videos, the search for additional information in the metadata of the file does
not reveal traces of processing with the use of software.

In addition, no GPS information (metadata) was found in all the videos. Even in cases where
coordinates are displayed, it cannot be established whether they correspond to real ones.

Some video files do not contain any elements of incompatibility or inconsistency in the
sequence of the images or between sound and visual material (reluctancy is expressed
concerning to the certainty of this conclusion), No audio and speech processing in foreign
language and have not allegedly been processed audio and visual material or that software on
the video hardware has been used to alter the content.

Finally, the extraction of the snapshots {improved analysis plates from all video material) sent
by the WEU for assessment by the team likewise does not make it possible to determine the
position of the persons who took the shots and the national origin of the vessels and vessels
that appear.

5. Views of respondents to the survey on the issue of pushbacks in Greece.

From the examination of the sixty-five (65) persons who participated in the investigation there
were no testimonies regarding incidents of pushbacks, except for one submitting audiovisual
material (1 videos and seven photographs) the evaluation of which has already been
mentioned in previous Sections (see above 2.7, 3, 4) of the report. In particular, as regards the
local community’s view concerning incidents of pushbacks, the® view of sixty-five respondents
was recorded as follows:

1) The majority of them are convinced that such incidents “do not occur” and “cannot occur”
because:

Such actions, given that they require a high level of organisation and coordination, would be
easily revealed by the local communities and by the authorities of the neighbouring country,
particularly in the Evros region, because of the morphology of the ground.

Greece would not risk to be «exposed» and such unlawful practices are incompatible with the
“mentality of the Greek people”.

According to their personal experience while participating in rescue missions of irregular
migrants or when providing voluntary work, the respondents stated that the competent
authorities carry out their tasks with dignity and do their best in managing irregular migration
flows with respect to human rights.

In the opposite direction, the view of one respondent was that “pushbacks take place very
often” stressing the secrecy of the operation, stating that “it is impossible to witness a
pushback because if you are seen at the place of arrival the migrants will be immediately
registered taken to the RIC”.

2) The majority of respondents argued that relevant references from the press and social media
are unfounded as they lack evidence.

3) The officers put emphasis on the following:

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e The compliance with the legal framework and the rules of international law governing
maritime law, maritime safety standards and human rights in the performance of their
duties.

e The strict operational framework which does not allow for deviations or unlawful
action.

e The phenomenon of “guided/manipulated” testimonies of interviewed persons
(immigrants) during the debriefing process.

e The inaccurate use and misunderstanding of the term “pushback” instead of legal term

“deterrence”, carried out in the context of border surveillance which constitutes a
sovereign obligation of the country under both national and EU law.

C. CONCLUSIONS:

I. Regarding the operational action of the competent national bodies for the management of
irregular migration flows

Data and testimonies of the competent officials of the Greek authorities taken into account in
this investigation point to the following:

1. A key element for border monitoring and for the management of irregular migration in
Greece is the prevention of irregular migration flows. The main operational objective is to
detect and prevent flows of irregular immigrants before crossing the Greek border (sea and
land). The contribution of EU operational bodies and the use of advanced technical equipment
and surveillance facilities should be considered an important part for the holistic approach to
the issue.

2. There were no discrepancies in the actions of the competent bodies in the exercise of their
powers. There has been documented the establishment of a solid standardized process
including a strict protocol of steps and co - ordinated actions, depending on the geographical
spot where irregular migration flows are detected, and in particular whether the migration
flows are detected within or outside national borders.

3. In every incident of detection of irregular immigrants, the legal provisions are respected
throughout the entire operation, as provided by the national, international and European law.
The argument is further reinforced by the positive attitude of the local communities to the
extent that it emerged from the investigation. In particular, respondents, apart from one,
expressed the notion of 'security' in the management of irregular migration flows, which are
decreasing in the areas where they live. The latter is attributed to the effective guarding of
borders. Furthermore, the respondents expressed the view that the actions undertaken by the
Greek authorities respect the legal framework in every aspect.

Il. The procedure for the reception and identification in the islands of Lesvos, Samos and Kos
(Mytilene KED, Samos KED and Kos KED).

The on-site visit of the audit team documented that the Authorities comply to the provisions
of the Law 4636/2019 at every stage of the process for the reception and identification of third
country nationals and stateless persons (irregular immigrants) through the cooperation of the
competent reception structures of the Greek State with the national law enforcement
authorities, European agencies (EUROPOL, FRONTEX), international organisations (UNHCR) and
non-governmental organisations.
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lll. As to what is stated in Lighthouse Reports on refoulements.
Taking into account:
A) Video and photographic material brought to the attention of the investigation team

B) The two (2) laboratory reports on the examination of digital material (video and
photographic archives) of the Hellenic Police Forensic Science Division (DEE).

C) The laboratory expert report of the Hellenic Police Forensic Science Division (DEE)
D) The testimonies of Greek officials
E) The testimonies of citizens from local communities

F) The fact that no further documentation material has been provided, although that it has
been requested, in order to verify the alleged cases of refoulement/pushbacks;

It has not been possible to verify the incidents stated in this publication/report, as no
supporting evidence or relevant documentation has emerged.

Their violent actions against vulnerable people on the move, often seeking
international protection, are far removed from discussions on managed migration in Brussels,
Berlin or Warsaw.

From the forests of the Western Balkans to the Aegean Sea consistent reports have emerged
of physical assaults, illegal pushbacks, reckless endangerment and rights abuses of asylum
seekers and migrants. But the masked men operate in a grey zone of deniability which
considerable efforts by activists and other civil society actors have only been able to partially
penetrate. It is a thin veil that most informed observers can already see through but it has
provided sufficient cover for the perpetrators to escape any meaningful accountability.

While these forces remain, in effect, shadow armies it prevents any detailed examination of
how they are equipped and financed from either national or European Union budgets.
Thousands of personal testimonies from people caught up in these often violent operations
have been unable to shift official denials that they occur. What has been needed is irrefutable
visual evidence and corroboration from confidential sources among the same officer corps —
some of whom are unhappy with being ordered to undertake these actions.

But these border areas have in recent years become hostile environments for reporting with
restricted access and multiple instances of arrests of local and international journalists who
have tried to approach and observe what is happening.

Lighthouse Reports led a joint investigation with Der Spiegel, SRF, Rundschau, ARD Monitor,
ARD Studio Wien, Libération, RTL Croatia, Novosti and Pointer, spent eight months gathering
testimony, tracing chains of command, tracking social media and satellite imagery and
following the money trails back to EU funds. The visual evidence was corroborated by
interviews with more than a dozen serving and former police and coast guard officers, as well
as witness accounts by pushback victims across the three EU countries.
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What emerges is the most detailed picture yet of a previously deniable campaign of illegal,
violent pushbacks in Croatia, Greece and Romania by masked men whose uniforms have been
stripped of any identifying details.

METHODS

In Croatia, Lighthouse Reports captured the first ever high resolution footage of a violent
pushback at the border with Bosnia Herzegovina. Different teams of journalists went to the
border region to build up a network of local sources with detailed knowledge of the area to
identify the exact places where these pushbacks were happening. The team then spent weeks
in the forests with powerful lenses and a drone. They were able to capture 11 pushbacks on
camera at five different locations along the border.

Forensic examination of one video showing a violent pushback revealed that the masked men
had equipment and uniforms consistent with the Croatian police’s riot control branch, called
the Intervention Police. Three of the four police officers are using a so-called Tonfa, a baton
that is only issued to the Intervention Police.

We used a drone inside BiH territory to film another pushback and were able to interview some
of the 15 asylum seekers, mostly Afghans, directly after the pushback to confirm they were
actively seeking international protection in Croatia.

Croatia uses EU funds to finance these border operations. Based on documents in the EU’s
tender database, we know that the costs for the jackets, accommodation and per diems for the
officers are paid out of the EU’s Internal Security Fund (ISF).

fn both Croatia and Romania we also made use of remote cameras, typically used by hunters,
to capture footage of people being pushed back. The videos were supported by testimony from
people who had been summarily expelled who also reported serious assaults during the
pushbacks.

in Greece, we collected and analysed 635 videos of alleged pushbacks in the Aegean, at least
15 of them showing masked men in action, which were reviewed by current and former senior
officers in the Greek coastguard.

STORYLINES

In Croatia, our investigators captured the first ever high resolution footage of a violent
pushback at the border with Bosnia Herzegovina. Forensic examination of the video revealed
that the men had equipment and uniforms consistent with a branch of the Croatian police, as
documented by Pointer and the Croatian media RTL and Novosti. Germany’s ARD interviewed
whistleblowers from that same force, known as the Intervention Police, who said that these
actions were part of a national operation codenamed “Koridor” that is part financed by EU
funds.

The impact of these actions against people who are seeking international protection are shown
by the Swiss TV-programme Rundschau which covers the story of Nazila, a 16-year old girl from
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Afghanistan who has been a refugee all her life. She has tried three times to cross the border
and claim asylum, being pushed back each time.

In Romania, we captured for the first time how Romanian police units are pushing people back
people to Serbia. The videos, published by Libération, were supported by testimony from
people who had been summarily expelled who also reported serious assaults during these same
incidents captured on film.

In Greece, video footage obtained from open sources shows masked men conducting
pushbacks on the high seas. When reviewed by current and former senior officers in the Greek
coastguard, reports Der Spiegel, they were able to identify the masked men as members of
elite Greek coast guard units: the Underwater Operations (MYA) and Special Operations (KEA)
and (OEA).

3.2 An overview of literature on the utilization of open-source evidence/methods in
international human rights law

Over the last decade, the field of open-source analysis and use of digital investigations in the
human rights field has expanded dramatically. As scholarship emerges, a growing consensus has
started to come clear, open source evidence has an important role to play in human rights legal
practice. As Murray et. al (2020) writes, “Modern technology - and the enhanced access it
provides to information about abuse - has the potential to revolutionize human rights reporting
and documentation, as well as the pursuit of legal accountability.”?

In the discussion on this sort of evidence, it is important to clarify what exactly open-source
evidence means. This analysis ranges from videos of rights violations, to satellite images, to
eyewitness accounts disseminated on social media. When put together, human rights
investigators have access to more data today than ever before.? In many ways, the
commencement of the Syrian Civil War and the accompanying influx of user generated content
documenting atrocity and violations was the catalyst for this expansion of this field and solidified
the need for verification of these pieces of evidence. Since then, there has been considerable
discussion about the role that crowd sourced evidence and open source analysis should play
within courtrooms.

In recent years, there is growing consensus within the international human rights law
community on the admissibility of open source investigations within human rights trials. Open
source evidence has played important roles. In Digital Witness: Using Open Source Information
for Human Rights Investigation, Documentation and Accountability, Dubberly, Koenig, and
Murray overview the history of open source information in human rights investigations and
outline a rationalization for its use in courtrooms.® One can find examples of the admissibility
and use of this evidence in the International Criminal Court, United Nations Special Rapporteur
reports, and UN Human Rights Council cases, among others. Within the American judicial
system, the federal prosecution of the perpetrators of the January 6th, 2020 insurrection
attempt in Washington DC has overwhelmingly utilized open source evidence and analysis in
proof of guilt reasoning.*

The main point of responsibility of investigators conducting open source investigations should
be the adherence to a clear methodology that preserves the authenticity of digital evidence.
Hiatt (2016) makes the point that the most relevant challenge to open source

investigations within the international human rights law field is about the reliability and
admissibility of OSINT evidence. International human rights tribunals, like the ICC, are only just
beginning to decide what to make of evidence obtained from open sources like Facebook and
YouTube. There are several ways of addressing this in the courtroom, howere. On the one hand,
open source evidence requires corroboration and triangulation from multiple sources to piece
together what it might prove. It may also require an expert witness to explain what it is, and
what it means.

When taken in context, corroborated, and explained by knowledgeable witnesses, open source
evidence can be very compelling and this holds true for international human rights cases as
well. The case study of the ICC case against Jean-Pierre Bemba Gombo shows the impact of
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how the evidentiary standards of the court relate favorable to open-source evidence and
investigations. Writing from international human rights law expert Keith Hiatt does a good job
of evidencing the lessons learned from this case. ° He argues that moving forward international
human rights tribunals will embrace open source investigations, and in this way should clarify
evidentiary rules to allow for admission, and clearer weighing, of this new and powerful kind of
evidence media has resulted in rich but non traditional sources of evidence.

Accordingly, an important resource in the standardization of methodologies in the use of open
source evidence in human rights investigations and legal cases has been the Berkeley Protocol,
an initiative from Human Rights Center at the University of California, Berkeley.® The protocol
sets three core principles with which digital investigations should abide by -professional,
methodological, and ethically - and then outlines the mechanisms in which these methods can
be used within legal processes effectively. The most important way to do this is by reserving
digital material in a way that maintains its authenticity and documents the chain of custody.
This will increase the likelihood that it can be admitted as evidence in court. Moreover, it is
important to understand in this way that the legal setting a digital investigation will be used in
(e.g. criminal proceedings, civil litigation, transitional justice process etc.) will determine the
evidentiary threshold to be applied. Finally, it should be understood that violating an individual’s
right to privacy could lead to the exclusion of evidence

Similarly Clarke & Kendal (2020}, in their essay ‘The beauty...is that it speaks for itself’: geospatial
materials as evidentiary matters, consider how geospatial materials (i.e. satellite imagery) are
used in international criminal trials - in particular the International Criminal Court (ICC).” They
point out that the assemblage of satellite imagery, expert testimony, and submitted reports are
subjected to ‘judicial mediation’, otherwise understood as the vetting of materials

through interpretive processes that bring them into a relationship with the Rules of Procedure
and Evidence. This is to say that although persuasive, the digital (geospatial) platform does not
stand for itself and it must be spoken for: “the platform only takes on meaning as evidence
through the medium of the prosecutor’s presentation at trial and through the subsequent legal
process of determining its veracity or truth-value.”®

The trial of Ahmad Al Fagi Al Mahdi - a former militant who participated in the occupation of
Timbuktu - in the ICC presents one such example of this use of evidence. In his case, the
prosecution utilized an interactive digital platform developed by SITU in New York to
demonstrate guilt {combining geospatial information, satellite imagery, photographs, open
source videos, and other forms of site documentation).® Although some view the use of SITU’s
platform in the ICC case as “definitive”and “irrefutable”, this framing misses the way in which
evidence is subject to human interpretation and judgment. In the context of an international
criminal trial, the digital platform is subjected to legal processes that determine what can be
shown and what veracity it has. Expert testimonies are important to bridge this gap in the
courtroom Additional geospatial case studies for the use of digital evidence in the ICC can be
found in the Kenya Rift Valley case as well as the Bosco Ntaganda case. Both used before/after
satellite imagery to demonstrate ethnic cleansing and faced ensuing debate about admissibility
of geospatial evidence.
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Other new applications of open source evidence in human rights legal settings are increasingly
being explored. In 2021, the digital investigations group Bellingcat stress-tested applications of
open source evidence in justice and accountability by partnering with the Global Action Network
to create a mock trial on evidence of human rights violations in Yemen.'® Real British judges
were brought in to rule on the mock exercise. In 2022, through their joint project, the
Investigative Commons, the European Center for Constitutional and Human Rights (ECCHR)
alongside Forensic Architecture developed a digital platform showcasing open source evidence
of a series of pushbacks from Greece to Turkey. This platform was developed specifically to be
used in conjunction with the consideration of a legal filing from ECCHR to the United Nations
Human Rights Council.**

In summary, the legal and academic scholarship on the use of open source evidence and digital
investigations in human rights legal settings is in agreement over the utility of the role of this
type of evidence. Increasingly, lawyers are opting to use these platforms for evidence in
courtrooms and this can be observed in a variety of legal settings. Questions remain about the
admissibility of this evidence as a rule, however scholars agree that by taking steps to ensure
the professional, methodological, and ethical soundness of the data used in these investigations,
risk is mitigated for its use in legal settings.
